Mountains that Overlook the Home Land

About 40% of the land of Shibuke City is occupied by
forest and mountains such as Al Mountain, Haruna
Mountain, Komochi Mountain and Onoko Mountain. They
offer us beautiful scenery that changes depending on the
season: cherry blossoms in the spring, fresh

the summer, crimson foliage in the fall and sr

the winter.

The mountains also provide homes to Kinmei-chiku
bamboo, wh designated national natural
treasure, and Himegifu butterflies ich are also known as
Goddess of Spring or Prir of Akagi.

With many hiking routes ilable, people can enjoy the
spectacular v , places of scenic beauty and historical
sites at their own pace.

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Purest Waterscape

In the center of Shibukawa City runs Tone River and Agatsuma River, which are fed by many
tributaries such as Numao River and Tenryu River. Created by a volcanic eruption, the streams
remind us of the long and rich history they have experienced. The murmuring streams that run
through the city provide places of relief to people. Also, when the fishing ban on ayu (sweetfish)
is lifted, many people come to enjoy fishing.

There are various other locations where visitors can enjoy waterfront beauty such as Tanashita-
fudo w: alls and the springs located n the premises of Kiso-sansha Shrine. Taking a
leisurely walk by a limpid stream is always an option in Shibukawa City.
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Home to Fireflies

Recently, the numbers of fireflies are decreasing due to water
pollution and abandonment of satoyama (rural natural areas)
caused by land development. Local volunteer groups are
carrying ou servation activities to protect the fireflies and
ve their habitat. Every year in June, Miyata Firefly
held in Akagi District for people to enjoy a number

of fireflies lighting the night.
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Enjoying Hundreds of Flowers in Season

Shibukawa City is renown for its city flower hydrangea. Visitors can enjoy
over 8,000 plants of hydrangea at Onoike Hydrangea Park. In the peak
season, the park is lit up beautifully with lights at night. The gorgeous
white variety Annabelle can be seen at the Skyland Park and at
Nakamura intersection after exiting at Shibukawa-Ikaho Interchange.
Cherry blossoms are also beautiful in sea Somei-yoshino at Saku
Power Plant and Sogo Park and Yae-zakura at Shiroi-juku. A number of
other varieties of flowers such as azalea, Japanese tree peony, buckwheat
and wintersweet can be enjoyed as well depending on the season.
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
