into the city to meet in the center. In addition to lkaho Onsen, one
of Japan’ s most famous hot springs, the city has many delightful
one-day hot spring destinations in all six districts of Shibukawa,
Ikaho, Onogami, Komochi, Akagi and Hokkitsu (before they were
incorporated as a city). Each district has day-use hot spring
facilities that vary in their water quality.

As the city is geographically located in the center of Japan, the
catchphrase of Shibukawa City is “Center of Japan-city of water,
greenery and hot springs.”

This brochure goes over the appeal of Shibukawa City based on ten
themes. It also includes part of the general plan, which provides the
future directions and guidelines of the city.
